With only the skips left to play, Fordbridge Park were holding two shots, whereupon Bill 
Rush came up with two cracking bowls to snatch the end, leaving Hampton as winners by two shots. This 
allowed Hampton to tie the rinks’ results and win overall on aggregate shots.

In an almost exact replication of the May home friendly match against Teddington, Hampton also won an 
extremely close return encounter. Both teams won two rinks with the other rink drawn. Hampton edged the 
match overall by a small margin on aggregate shots.
